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Programs and Services Supported by Donations
Hospice of Frederick County is a community based non-profit dedicated to helping others live fully. Our mission is to promote quality of life by providing compassionate medical, emotional spiritual and bereavement support to individuals and their loved ones facing a life limiting illness. Hospice is not a place. It is a patient-centered; family oriented approach to care. Many services are offered to patients, families and the community that are not reimbursed by insurance. No one is ever turned away for care regardless of their ability to pay. 
Kline Hospice House 
A peaceful home like setting where compassionate 24-hour care for hospice patients can be provided when a situation arises that prohibits them from staying at home. The Kline House is a place for families to gather and spend time with their loved one. There is no insurance reimbursement for Kline House; therefore it is all private pay at $275 per day and offered on a sliding scale. 
Grief Support Services 
Our professional and experienced bereavement team provides individual counseling (up to 8 sessions), a variety of daytime/evening grief and loss support groups to anyone in the community who has experienced the death of a loved one—all at no charge. 
Camp Jamie  

A special camp that provides a safe place for grieving children and adolescents to come together to talk about their feelings related to a death of someone special, and learn coping skills for dealing with those feelings. Through expressive and experiential activities our facilitators help explore grief issues in a safe and supportive setting. All activities provide plenty of opportunities for the children to express themselves and develop bonds with others. Camp Jamie is held twice per year; weekend and a one day camp. Camp Jamie is offered at no cost and solely funded by donations. 
Veterans Program 
Our full time Veteran Liaison offers comradeship, support and assistance to the veteran patient and their family. This can include providing information about the state and VA benefits, assistance in obtaining discharge documents, records, medals, awards and a recognition ceremony that includes a presentation of a certificate of appreciation and a uniquely designed veteran lapel pin. The position and program is funded solely by grants and donations. 
Music Therapy Services
Provides pain management and addresses the emotional, physical, social, spiritual and cognitive needs of patients while supporting their families. Music Therapy enhances physical and emotional comfort through specialized clinical interventions. Our board-certified Music Therapist develops individualized therapy plans and schedules visits based on the patients’ needs and goals. This service is not reimbursed by insurance.
